Inkle Loom Weaving: The loom is portable, versatile and easy to store, 
but most of all it’s fun to weave on. This is a great way to make the straps 
for your knitted, woven or sewn hand bags.

SOCK KNITTING: Learn to knit socks two at a time on two circular 
needles. If you have been doing socks on double point needles or have       



never made socks before, you’ll love doing it this way. Basic knitting 
knowledge required.

BEGINNING KNITTING: This class is for the true beginner or a good 
review for anyone that has not knitted for sometime.

Learn to “fix” those 
mistakes, pick up dropped stitches etc. Learn to read patterns, charts and 
even to make a pattern from a favorite knitted item and much more.
